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The Arab L eague has defined being as Arab accor ding to language, geogr aphy, and
political loyalty:

'‘An Arab is a person whose language is Arabic, who livesin an
Arabic-speaking country, who isin sympathy with the aspirations
of the Arabic-speaking peoples.’

What is the meaning of this third clause? What are understood to be 'the aspirations of the
Arabic-speaking peoples? This paper seeks to unravel this question by looking at cases where
people who speak Arabic but are nevertheless considered not to be Arabs. These include
Arabic-speaking Jews, Isragli Druze, Maronite Christians, and--more recently--Shiites in Irag.
What do these groups have in common? It is argued that the thing that they have in common
which causes them to be categorized as not being Arabs is that they have actively fought
against Sunnis, either by supporting Israel or by fighting against Sunnis in civil wars. The
conclusion is that apparently there is an assumption that the aspirations of the Arabic-speaking
peoples are that Sunnis should politically control every state in the Arab world, including
Israel, and groups which actively oppose this are assumed not to be real Arabs, regardiess of
whether or not they happen to speak Arabic. So, for example, among Christians in the Levant,
it isonly Maronites who have physically fought against Sunnis (in the Lebanese Civil War) and
therefore only Maronites who reject being described as Arabs, while Catholic, Greek Catholics,
and Orthodox Arabic-speakers have not physically fought against Sunnis and are universally
regarded to be Arabs (Khashan 1990). Similarly, since the Shiites took power from the Sunnis
in Irag in 2006, a discourse has developed which contrasts 'Sunni Arabs and 'Shiites, implying
that the Arabic-speaking Shiites in Irag are not Arabs, as in Muhammad Ahmed's 2009 book,
'‘Americaunravels Irag: Kurds, Shiites, and Sunni Arabs compete for supremacy.'
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Addressing Diversity in Language Education: The case of reading comprehension in two

languages

Reading comprehension is a higher-level cognitive processing activity that involves the
integration, organization, and understanding of connected text and is critical for academic and
social success. However, research in the area of reading disabilities has focused
overwhelmingly on basic decoding skills and the beginning reader to the degree that
comprehension and the adolescent pupil has been relatively neglected. This novel research fills
the knowledge vacuum by examining different cognitive processes within an intervention
program which operationalizes a theoretical model of reading comprehension addressing two

languages, namely, the mother tongue and English as a Foreign Language.
Research Methods:

This quasi-experimental research was carried out on two unmatched heterogeneous groups, an
Intervention Group and a Control Group consisting of 40 students each. Each group had a
number of assessed learners with dyslexia and learning disabilities. The results are based on the
pre-test/intervention/posttest design. The tests had been developed according to the cognitive
processes identified in the practical application of the theoretical model. The results were

analyzed using a one-way ANOV A with repeated measures.

Findings and Discussion: The statistical analyses showed that students in the intervention
group closed the gap between the two classes. It is proposed that through an integration of the
elements of cognitive processing, together with the systematic development of metacognition,
dyslexic and at-risk learners are able to acquire not only the skills needed for FL reading
comprehension, but also improve their literacy skills in the mother tongue necessary for
academic success. The presentation will highlight the connection of theory to practical
application in the classroom. This research is important from an academic and professional

point of view.

Bilingualism is seen as a means to achieve multicultural understanding and co-existence. The
presentations in this symposium deal with various perspectives concerning bilingual integrated
education in the Palestinian-Jewish schools in Isragl.

1. The Language of Integration: Compar ative Under standings of I ntegrated Education in

Regions of Conflict

Abstract

Integrated schools create a shared educational environment where groups in conflict interact
and learn together (Bekerman, 2004), offering a unique experience for communities living in
conflict, such as Arab and Jews in Israel and Catholics and Protestants in Northern Ireland.

Reporting on the analysis of research undertaken in each region on the integrated experience,

this presentation introduces the ‘ 3Rs of Integration: Respect, Recognition and Reconciliation’. |
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discuss how each of the terms individualy represents a central value of the schools, and
suggest that as a framework, the ‘Integrated 3RS allows for a comparative analysis that
identifies regional differencesin approaches and practices of integration. | demonstrate how the
schools in each region emphasize different words and ideas, creating a language that shapes
and is shaped by integration practices. | will also address how the language of integration in
each school reflects and relates to the society in which the schools function including a
consideration of the Contact Hypothesis (Alport, 1954). This discussion ties integrated schools
to broader research on multicultural education (Banks & McGee, 2001) and peace education
(Bekerman & McGlynn, 2007).

2. Allying and/or Alienating? Students Perceptions of English and English Language
Learning in a Palestinian I sraeli Bilingual School

Abstract

This presentation is part of alarger study that involved ninth grade English language learnersin
three, State run, non-religious schools in Jerusalem; one is a monolingual majority school
(Hebrew-English), the second is a monolingual minority school (Arabic-English), and the third
is an integrated, bilingual minority-majority school (Arabic-Hebrew-English). The purpose of
this study was to investigate the experiences of English language learners—in particular paying
attention to how learners perceive and understand the impact of English learning on themselves
and others (Crystal, 2003; McKay, 2002). The study involved weekly preliminary classroom
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observations, in-depth semi structured qualitative interviews,; and focus group activities with
each focus group consisting of 6-8 participants. All collected discourse was recorded and
transcribed. Unless otherwise noted, interviews and focus groups were conducted in English.
Given the parameters of the proposed symposium (Bilingualism for Multicultural
Understanding) this presentation focuses solely on data collected in the integrated, bilingual
minority-majority school. In particular, this presentation will report on three mgjor themes that
emerged from this context: (1) English use as a means for reconciling and/or propagating
conflict; English usage in integrated bilingual (Arabic-Hebrew) educational settings (i.e.
schools); and English acquisition and ethnic identifications. In general, this presentation
explores how the acquisition of a global language presents complexities that supersede the
simplified notion that English can be equated with neutrality (Pennycook, 2000). In fact,
student discourse reveals an infinitely more complicated picture, one that can potentially

inform both approaches to peace education initiatives and English language teaching practices.
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3. Teachers "inside" reportson language instruction in the Palestinian-Jewish Schoolsin
| srael

Abstract

Our study is based on "inside" data from Jewish and Pal estinian teachers as researchers of their
work in the Bilingual-Integrated Palestinian-Jewish Schools in Israel. The subject of our study
is the major themes of bilingualism that emerged from the teachers' research reports. We used
conventional qualitative methods, looking for patterns and thematic issues of relevance, which

were then coded and triangulated with field notes and recordings taken during workshop
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discussion sessions. Findings point to the dominant usage of Hebrew in the schools, to the
detriment of Arabic language learning among the pupils. Arab pupils in the bilingual schools
are placed in a linguistic situation of Hebrew (L2) language immersion (Cummins, 1986),
whereas Jewish pupils are placed in an additive (Brisk, 2008) linguistic situation in which
Arabic is seen as aresource of added value encountered for limited times in the classroom. The
bilingual models implemented by the teachers stem from 3 mgor themes that emerged from
thelr reports: national identification vs. coexistence, scholastic achievements vs. ideology and
traditional pedagogy vs. teaching for retention of the cultural heritage. Based on the results, we
suggest a pedagogical model of inter-comprehension and intercultural communicative
competence (Doye, 1999) as an initial stage in bridging the gap between declared policy and

practical resultsin conflict-ridden contexts.
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4. The impact of inter-ethnic contact on Jewish and Arab children's conceptions of ethnic

categories. The case of Integrated schoolsin | srael
Inas Deeb

School of Education, Bar-llan University

Abstract

A number of socia scientists have characterized people's social concepts as reflecting
“essentialist beliefs” (Rothbart & Taylor, 1992). Namely, that people conceive of membership
into certain social categories, such as race, ethnicity, or gender, as being stable, inherited,
causal, and inductively powerful. Medin and Ortoney (1989) suggest that essentialism is a
“placeholder” notion: one can believe that a category possesses an essence without knowing
what the essence is. The research investigated the extent to which inter-ethnic contact may
aleviate the development of “essentialist beliefs’ towards ethnicity. Participants in this study

were 671 kindergarteners, 2™ and 6™ graders, from four groups. Secular Jews attending
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segregated schools, Moslem Arabs attending segregated schools, Jews attending integrated
schools, and Arabs attending integrated schools.

Study 1 assessed the effect of contact on the salience of ethnicity. This was measured by 2™ and
6™ graders spontaneous mentions of ethnicity in a game-context. Study 2 evaluated the relative
relevance of mentioning the ethnic membership of different characters in a story. Study 3
addressed whether contact affected essentialist beliefs towards ethnic categories. The findings of
study 3 were: a) kindergarteners from all four groups started-off at asimilar level of essentialism,
b) contact affected both Arab and Jewish children's level of essentialism, and c) the significant
drop in essentialism occurred earliest for Jewish children attending the integrated schools.
Altogether, these findings are the first to demonstrate that inter-ethnic contact mitigates young
children’s - especialy majority ones — essentialist beliefs towards ethnicity. The findings further
revealed that the decline in essentialism was accompanied by an increased awareness towards
ethnic category membership.
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
