Cross-Cultural Communication: Natives | nteract with Tourists
in a Foreign Language

Although communicative competence has been ofasteto many language researches in
recent years, relatively few empirical studies haveen reported on cross-cultural
communication where natives negotiate meaning wetlrists employing communication
strategies interacting orally in a foreign languagkis study focuses on the employment of
oral communication strategies in a foreign languégenegotiate meaning and promote
interaction between adults representing two diffeceiltures.
The study has examined an instance of communicatibtebrew, occurring between Israeli
tourists in Turkey, native speakers of Hebrew anckiEh merchants, for whom Hebrew is an
acquired, foreign language. This study demonsttat@sthe language and culture of a certain
speech community are employed by another speecimaoaity when they serve the needs of
the latter. The study has detected the communitati@tegies used by both sides, resulting
in cases of communication or cases of a breakdowommunication.
In the context of this study the discourse analgpigroach has been applied. Oral texts have
been transcribed and then deconstructed. Featutee itexts weranalyzed with a focus on
those language strategies used by the participamiich were specifically context-bound.
Additionally, it has shown the orientations and stoaints that govern the conduct of the
participants, such as their orientation to specifiional-ethnic-cultural identities.
In light of the findings, it may be said that thetgntial contribution of this research to cross-
cultural communication research will hopefully riésno a better understanding of how such
communication can be improved and how breakdownisisnkind of communication may be
reduced.
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Linguistic Manifestation of Depression
Revital Nagar

This study explores the contribution of some lisgjci variables to the diagnosis of
depression and to the evaluation process for pasipheemotional difficulties. Depression is
manifested by dysfunction in social, occupatiorsadd other aspects of life. The basic
cognitive model of depression (Kuyken, Watkins &Be2005) presents a schematic model
that reflects the process by which one attributésrpretations to different events or ideas in
the world. In depression, these interpretationsnasstly negative and are related to negative
association of the self. Recent studies showedstiiifocus and negative perspectives of the
world together with deficits in the attention teethurroundings are manifested by a different
use of the language (Fine, 2001; Rude, Gortner @Bleaker, 2004).
The purpose of the current study was to reinforeeestablish the validity of these claims by
examining a range of linguistic variables (Eggih894) and their functional effect in the
writing of individuals with depression. The writteessays of currently depressed (CD),
formerly depressed (FD), and never depressed (MNidests were analyzed and compared on
measures of cohesion as expressed by the exopaondcendophoric reference system,
negative appraisal as expressed by negative valgpitleets and processes, and the clause
complex system, specifically, the use of elabomgtiextensions, and enhancements in the
essays.
The results showed that individuals with CD makgeneral more references in their writing,
mostly comprised of exophoric first person singylasnouns references when compared to
FD and ND, but were comparable to FD individualgleendophoric references measure. In
terms of negative valence, students with CD emgligyificantly higher rates of negative
valence content words relative to FD and ND. Fnahdividuals with CD use elaborations
and extensions to a larger extent than FD and NDapply fewer enhancements, that require
a higher level of cognitive processing. Taken tbgetthe results provide consistent support
for the hypothesis that a depressed mental statvesled in language (Fine, 2001) and that
language may be a helpful tool in diagnosing a ifipemental state. Thus examination of
linguistic variables should be administered to deiee as fully as possible the mental state
of patients. Clinicians' awareness of the subteat,only semantically, but also in terms of
linguistic structures will help them diagnose anghitor progress and relapses of patients.
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
